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Advantages of ARRL Club Affiliation

ARRL Insurance—(1) ARRL club liability insurance is available to affiliated clubs only and is one of the
most popular benefits offered. Many clubs conduct public events each year, such as hamfest and flea
markets, and venue owners and operators usually require sponsors to furnish certificates of insurance.
(2) ARRL equipment insurance is also available and is restricted to ARRL affiliated clubs and ARRL

members only. This has also been a highly popular program.

Referrals of Prospective Radio Amateurs—League Headquarters, in addition to providing a basic pack-
age of information to a prospective ham, will refer prospects to your club for follow-up and recruitment.

And your club will be listed in ARRLWeb's club search database.

ARRL Club Commission Membership Recruitment Program—ARRL affiliated clubs receive a commission
for every new ARRL membership and renewal they submit to ARRL Headquarters. Under the ARRL Club
Commission Membership Recruitment Program, clubs retain $15 for each new membership and $2 for
each renewal submitted (regular and senior memberships only). Resources are available to help clubs

develop strategies for recruiting ARRL members.

ARRL Annual Report—Every ARRL club is eligible to receive a complimentary copy of the League’s An-
nual Report which contains the business reports of the staff and directors.

Mailing Lists—Mailing lists/labels of licensees by zip code are available from Headquarters. These
monthly lists assist clubs in direct mail promotions of club-sponsored events and in recruitment of new
members. Free mailing labels of ARRL members or clubs are available to clubs once a year.
